Improver Rules - not to have won 6 FIRST places in that event of 4 or
more or 1 open of 7 or more.

Beginners/Improver’'s may ride in any style of tack and riders costume, as
long as it is neat, clean and legal.

Walk & Jog * - Any legal head gear allowed.

Open must be ridden in their age appropriate headgear. Snaffle Bit &
Hackamore must be ridden two handed. Bridle, one handed.

No illegal equipment or training aids permitted in marshalling area or
arena within 1 Hour of show.

Youth must produce proof of age if required.

Amateur/ Select Amateur cards must be shown when nominating.
Registration papers must be presented if requested.

Copy of registration papers for all halter classes must be supplied.

ALL DOGS must be on leash and controlled by owners AT ALL TIMES.
